7. If you are graduating (i.e. completed all of your degree requirements) by the day of the ceremony, you will receive your diploma immediately after the event (unless
you have a hold). Diplomas for all other graduates will be mailed to the address you indicated on the Banner Graduation Application. If you need to update this
address, please email graduation@jefferson.edu.

8. PLEASE REMEMBER TO BRING YOUR JEFFERSON ID! You will be asked to show your ID card if you are picking up your diploma after the ceremony.
